Under the terms of the Fund’s Constitution, the Responsible Entity is entitled to be reimbursed for all operating and
administration expenses that have been incurred on behalf of the Fund. The Fund’s PDS outlines in Section 6 that the
Responsible Entity caps this amount at 0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value (NAV) of the Fund.

As at 31 December 2023, the Responsible Entity has incurred $647,347 (2022: $590,572) of reimbursable expenses
in excess of the amount charged to the Fund. This amount represents expenses that have been incurred by the
Responsible Entity on behalf of the Fund, for which the Responsible Entity is entitled, but has deferred reimbursement.
Payment of this amount is contingent upon there being sufficient growth in the Fund’s NAV, such that the payment will
not result in expenses exceeding the amount set out in the Fund's PDS at the date of payment, the timing of which
cannot be reliably estimated at the reporting date.

1 General information

This condensed financial report covers the 4D Global Infrastructure Fund (Unhedged) (“the Fund") as an individual
entity. The Fund is a registered managed investment scheme (ARSN 610 092 503) under the Corporations Act 2001
and commenced operations on 7 March 2016. The Fund may be terminated in accordance with the provisions of the
Fund’s Constitution. The Fund is domiciled in Australia.

The Responsible Entity of the Fund is Bennelong Funds Management Ltd (ABN 39 111 214 085) (AFSL 296806) ("the
Responsible Entity"). The Responsible Entity's registered office is Bennelong House, Level 1, 9 Queen Street,
Melbourne, VIC 3000.

The Investment Manager of the Fund is 4D Infrastructure Pty Ltd.

The principal activity of the Fund during the half-year was investment of unitholders’ funds as per the objectives stated
in the Fund’s Product Disclosure Statement ("PDS") and in accordance with the provisions of the Fund's Constitution.
There has been no significant change in the nature of this activity during the half-year.

The condensed financial report was authorised for issue by the directors on 13 March 2024.

2 Summary of significant accounting policies

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of this condensed financial report are set out below. These
policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated in the following text.

(a) Basis of preparation

The half-year financial report is a general purpose financial report prepared in accordance with the Corporations Act
2001 and AASB 134 Interim Financial Reporting. Compliance with AASB 134 ensures compliance with International
Financial Reporting Standard IAS 34 Interim Financial Reporting. The half-year report does not include notes of the
type normally included in an annual financial report and should be read in conjunction with the most recent annual
financial report, as well as all public information on the Fund.

The condensed financial report has been prepared on the basis of historical cost, except for the revaluation of financial
instruments. Cost is based on the fair values of the consideration given in exchange for assets. All amounts are
presented in Australian dollars, unless otherwise noted.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted in the preparation of the half-year financial report are
consistent with those adopted and disclosed in the Fund’'s annual financial report for the year ended 30 June 2023,
except for the impact of the Standards and Interpretations described below. These accounting policies are consistent
with Australian Accounting Standards and with International Financial Reporting Standards.

There are no standards that are not yet effective and that are expected to have a material impact on the Fund in the
current or future reporting periods and on foreseeable future transactions.

(b) Rounding of amounts
The Fund is an entity of a kind referred to in ASIC Corporations (Rounding in Financial/Directors’ Reports) Instrument
2016/191 relating to the “rounding off” of amounts in the condensed financial report. Amounts in the condensed financial

report have been rounded to the nearest thousand Australian dollar (AUD) in accordance with that instrument, unless
otherwise indicated.

4 Fair value measurements

(a) Fair value estimation

The carrying amounts of the Fund's assets and liabilities at the end of each reporting period approximate their fair
values.

Financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are measured initially at fair value including any
transaction costs that are attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financial asset or financial liability. Subsequent
to initial recognition, all instruments at fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair value with changes in their
fair value recognised in the condensed statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income.

(i) Fair value in an active market (Level 1)

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities traded in active markets is based on their quoted market prices at the
end of the reporting period without any deduction for estimated future selling costs.

For the majority of its investments, the Fund relies on information provided by independent pricing services for the
valuation of its investments.

The appropriate quoted market price used for financial assets and liabilities held by the Fund is the last traded price.
When the Fund holds derivatives with offsetting market risks, it uses last traded price as a basis for establishing fair
values for the offsetting risk positions and applies this last traded price to the net open position, as appropriate.

A financial instrument is regarded as quoted in an active market if quoted prices are readily and regularly available from
an exchange, dealer, broker, industry group, pricing service, or regulatory agency, and those prices represent actual
and regularly occurring market transactions on an arm's length basis.

(i) Fair value in an inactive or unquoted market (Level 2 and Level 3)

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not traded in an active market is determined using valuation
techniques. These include the use of recent arm's length market transactions, reference to the current fair value of a
substantially similar other instrument, discounted cash flow techniques, option pricing models or any other valuation
technique that provides a reliable estimate of prices obtained in actual market transactions.

Where discounted cash flow techniques are used, estimated future cash flows are based on management's best

estimates and the discount rate used is a market rate at the end of the reporting period applicable for an instrument
with similar terms and conditions.

(b) Fair value hierarchy

AASB 13 requires the Fund to classify fair value measurements using a fair value hierarchy that reflects the subjectivity
of the inputs used in making these measurements. The fair value hierarchy has the following levels:

* Quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1).

* Inputs other than quoted prices included within level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly
(that is, as prices) or indirectly (that is, derived from prices) (level 2).

* Inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (that is, unobservable inputs) (level 3).

The level in the fair value hierarchy within which the fair value measurement is categorised in its entirety is determined
on the basis of the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement in its entirety.

For this purpose, the significance of an input is assessed against the fair value measurement in its entirety. If a fair
value measurement uses observable inputs that require significant adjustment based on unobservable inputs, that
measurement is a level 3 measurement. Assessing the significance of a particular input to the fair value measurement
in its entirety requires judgement, considering factors specific to the asset or liability.

The determination of what constitutes 'observable' requires significant judgement by the Responsible Entity. The
Responsible Entity considers observable data to be that market data that is readily available, regularly distributed or
updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, and provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the
relevant market.
